Denmark to get new overseas property TV show in start 2012

Danish television (TV3) will start a new series focused on buying homes abroad in the new year. At the beginning of 2012, the Danish television station TV3 will launch a new programme series called “Two properties – one price”. (2 Boliger – 1 pris)

The format of the programmes will be similar to a previous series called “Auctioneer’s Hammer,” and will invite viewers to guess the price of the overseas properties featured.

Program 5: Portugal (Algarve) v Croatia

Program 6: Austria (Bad Gastein) v Spain (Gran Canaria)
